EVENING TRIP “A” – COUNTRY CLUB PLAZA

A quick orientation: Kansas City sprawls across two states and two rivers in the middle of United States. The larger Kansas City is on the Missouri side, with downtown rising on bluffs overlooking the Missouri River close to where the Kansas River flows into it. The smaller Kansas City lies in Kansas—it's called KCK here—with some neighborhoods along the Kansas River and some along the Missouri River, which forms the boundary between the states. COUNTRY CLUB PLAZA
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The hub of the Heartland, Kansas City tends to surprise first-time visitors with its cosmopolitan flair, including graceful European-style sculptures and architecture. Put on the map by its vast stockyards, today it's known for its tree-lined boulevards, more than 200 fountains, notable museums and the granddaddy of upscale shopping districts, the Country Club Plaza. Built in 1922, the Plaza's fountains, statues and buildings with towers and mosaics were inspired by the Moorish architecture of Seville, Spain. Home to good steaks, barbecue and jazz, Kansas City [image: image49.jpg]JC. Nichols Memorial Fountain



is an all-American gem. 
Explore the Country Club Plaza, which encompasses 14 square blocks, taking in some of its landmarks as well as its boutiques and shops. Of particular note: the J.C. Nichols Memorial Fountain, with four horsemen representing rivers of the world (the Mississippi, Volga, Rhine and Seine), sculpted in Paris in 1910, at 47th Street and J.C. Nichols Parkway; across the street, the tallest tower, a replica of the Giralda in Seville; the Clock Tower with Spanish scenes in ceramic tile, at 47th Street and Wornall Road, and across the street; the Fountain of Neptune. The Plaza has more than 40 fountains and 50 sculptures. As you stroll, also look for murals, statues and plaques and note the street lights. Note: The Plaza is a popular destination during the Thanksgiving-Christmas holidays, when its beauty is enhanced with extensive lighting, heralded among the prettiest in the country. 

For entertainment, take a horse-drawn carriage ride around the Plaza, inquire about live concerts in the Plaza (outdoor performances in summer).   Have a meal at Café Sebastienne which has a delightful covered courtyard for dining and features a changing menu specializing in Contemporary American cuisine. (Note: Check out the martini menu.)

Whether you're in need of a diamond necklace, a gourmet meal or some Old World charm, the Country Club Plaza has it all. Founded in 1924, Kansas City's entertainment mecca features more than 180 shops, four-star dining and jumpin' jazz clubs

UNION STATION

Union Station Kansas City is a unique and spectacular place to visit. Experience the history of this restored train station that's now a bustling entertainment destination. From a science museum, to exhibits, movies, live theater, shops and restaurants, Union Station Kansas City has something for everyone! 

Phase one construction began in 1997 with the cleaning of Union Station inside and out. By the end, 10 million pounds of debris was removed. 

Even with the new age look and feel of Science City, the goal in the renovation of Union Station was always to return it to the original glory last seen in 1914. Working top to bottom, inside and out, no detail was overlooked, including matching of colors and style. 

The roof was completely replaced with tiles of the exact shape and color of the originals. The only difference was the use of a special concrete weighing less than before. Still, each roof tile weighs approximately 200 pounds. 

St. Louis Antique Lighting Co., which has restored the lights and fixtures in seven state capitals, used 12 full-time employees to strip and restore all of Union Station's sconces and giant chandeliers. Each chandelier weighs 3,500 pounds, measures 12 feet in diameter, and requires more than half a mile in wiring and 11,400 watts of electricity. 

Hayles & Howe, ornamental plasterers specializing in restoration of original moldings and ceilings, was brought in to rebuild the heavily damaged ceiling of Union Station. Using 22 workers, more than half the original ceiling had to be removed because of the massive amount of water damage. Then, sparing no details, crews reconstructed the damaged areas. But Union Station is not the first train station Hales & Howe has worked on. The company helped restore New York's Grand Central Station and also worked on the refurbishment of England's Windsor Castle. 

Oehrlein & Associates, who worked on historical landmarks like the Washington Monument and the Lincoln Theater, was brought in to take on the difficult task of determining the exact colors of the original Union Station. They examined everything from metals, to plaster, to the walls, floors, ceilings, and roof tiles. The procedure included scraping away layers of filth one by one along with every coat of paint in order to get down to an exact match in color.

LIBERTY MEMORIAL




History of the Memorial
“In honor of those who served in the world war in defense of liberty and our country.” – inscription, on the Liberty Memorial tower in Downtown Kansas City, Missouri, U.S.

The quote above best depicts the reasons and emotions behind the raising of the Liberty Memorial Monument. World War I (1914-1918), which ended on the Western Front in Europe on November 11, 1918, had dramatically changed the world and deeply affected future generations.

After the guns were silenced and the huge celebrations had died down, concerned citizens in the United States reflected on the past War and on the losses sustained. What could be done to honor and remember, they wondered. Just two weeks after the Armistice, a meeting of Kansas Citians brought forth the idea and need for the creation of a lasting monument to all men and women in the war and to those who died.

R.A. Long, founding president of the Liberty Memorial Association stated: "From its inception it was intended that this Memorial should represent on the part of all people, a living expression for all time of the gratitude of a grateful people to those who offered and who gave their lives in defense of liberty and our country."

A community-based fund-raising drive in 1919, led by this Association, raised over $2,500,000 in less than two weeks through public subscription in Kansas City and around the nation. This staggering accomplishment reflected the passion of public opinion about the Great War, which so recently ended. Following the drive, a national architectural competition was held for monument designs by the American Institute of Architects.

The site for the Liberty Memorial was dedicated on November 1, 1921. The main Allied military leaders spoke to a crowd of close to 200,000 people. It was the only time in history that these leaders were together at one place. In attendance were Lieutenant General Baron Jacques of Belgium; General Armando Diaz of Italy; Marshal Ferdinand Foch of France; General John J. Pershing of the United States; and Admiral Lord Earl Beatty of Great Britain.

After three years of construction, the completed Liberty Memorial opened on November 11, 1926 –eight years after the end of the War. President Calvin Coolidge delivered the dedication speech, in which he spoke of how "the magnitude of this memorial, and the broad base of popular support on which it rests, can scarcely fail to excite national wonder and admiration."

The Liberty Memorial Museum
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The Liberty Memorial Museum is open Tuesday through Sunday from 10:00 am to 5:00 pm
The historical collections of the Liberty Memorial Museum began years before an actual museum building existed. The first items in the collection were a number of posters from the war. Other materials soon followed, and the museum continues to collect today. The museum has remained faithful to the initial objective: to collect, preserve and interpret the physical objects of World War One. The Liberty Memorial Museum is acknowledged as the only public museum in the United States dedicated solely to the history of World War One.
